3. UJ may process your data for the following purposes:
a. to verify a person in the Sex Offender Register - pursuant to Art.6 sec.1 letter c) of the GDPR in conjunction with Article 12 sec. 6 and 7 of the Act on counteracting the threat of sexual offences and on the protection of minors of 13 May 2016(uniform text in Journal of Laws of 2023 , item 1304, as amended) and § 14 of the Ordinance of the Minister of Justice of 31 July 2017 on the procedure, manner and scope of obtaining and disclosing information from the Register with restricted access and the manner of establishing a user account (Journal of Laws of 2017, item 1561, as amended);
b. to receive and store information from the National Criminal Register and other documents pursuant to Article 21 of the Act   on counteracting the threat of sexual offences and on the protection of minors of 13 May 2016 (uniform text in Journal of Laws of 2023, item 1304, as amended) - on the basis of Article 6 sec. 1 letter c of the GDPR;
c. to fulfill legal obligations concerning the preservation of records - on the basis of Article 6 sec. 1 letter c of the GDPR in connection with the Act on the national archival resource and archives of 14 July 1983 .
2. Your personal data may be disclosed to entities entitled to receive them on the basis of generally applicable laws.
3. Your personal data will not be transferred outside the European Economic Area and to international organisations.
4. Your personal data will be stored for the period required by the relevant legislation.
5.  You have the right: to be informed about the personal data processing and your rights under the GDPR, to access and rectify the content of your data, and to have your personal data deleted from the controller's files (unless further processing is necessary for the performance of a legal obligation or for the establishment, investigation or defence of claims), and the right to restrict processing, the right to data portability , to object to processing - in the cases and under the conditions set out in the GDPR.
6. You have the right to lodge a complaint with the supervisory authority. In Poland, the supervisory authority is the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection (ul. Stawki 2, 00-193 Warsaw, www.uodo.gov.pl).
7. You will not be subject to automated decisions (without human involvement). Moreover, your personal data will not be used for profiling.
